Hiring a Contractor for Invasive Plant Removal
Many property owners choose to hire a contractor to help identify, remove, and treat invasive plants on their property. A qualified contractor for the Loudoun County Invasive Plant Species Management Plan (IPSMP) is one who can safely and effectively manage invasive plants and/or revegetation while protecting surrounding ecosystems and native species.
To be eligible for IPSMP reimbursement, contractors must meet these minimum requirements:
· The invasives management and revegetation sections of the Application for Funding must be prepared by a certified arborist, landscape architect, or professional forester.​
· For projects involving herbicide use, the contractor and all crew performing the herbicide application must hold a Virginia Department of Agriculture and Consumer Services (VDACS) Commercial Pesticide Applicator certification, be on site during application, and provide certification numbers for all crew leaders.​
· All work removing trees, or working near trees to be preserved, must be supervised by an ISA Certified ArboristFor more information, please review the IPSMP Manual located here.


How to Choose a Contractor
As you’re getting your cost estimates, and before you sign a contract or authorize work, consider the following steps:
· Verify licenses: Confirm the contractor’s Virginia contractor license and, if herbicides will be used, pesticide applicator credentials.​
· Check business status and insurance: Ask for proof of a Loudoun County business license (if applicable) and current liability insurance.​
· Ask about invasive plant experience: Request examples of past projects, especially involving the species on your property (e.g., English ivy, Japanese stiltgrass, bush honeysuckle).​
· Request a written plan and estimate: Ask for a written description of the proposed methods, schedule, maintenance period, and total cost, including any revegetation or follow‑up treatments.​
· Get references: Contact previous clients, particularly those with similar invasive plant issues or site conditions.​
· Use a written contract: Ensure the scope of work, schedule, and payment terms are clearly documented before work begins.​
